16.  OTHER INFORMATION

ENVIRONMENTAL TOXICITY OF SYNTHETIC PYRETHROIDS: Synthetic pyrethroids have been
shown to be toxic to fish, aquatic arthropods and bees in laboratory tests. However, in practical use,
no serious adverse effects have been reported due to the small quantities used and lack of
persistence in the environment. The toxicity of synthetic pyrethroids in birds and domestic animals is
low [WHO; Environmental Health Criteria 99: Cyhalothrin p.13 (1990)].

EXPOSURE STANDARDS - TIME WEIGHTED AVERAGES: Exposure standards are established on
the premise of an 8 hour work period of normal intensity, under normal climatic conditions and where
a 16 hour break between shifts exists to enable the body to eliminate absorbed contaminants.
